Ozarks Food Harvest works with more than 350 hunger relief organizations, reaching more than 53,000
people each month in 29 southwest Missouri counties. Recently, Ozarks Food Harvest has doubled its
distribution to upwards of seven million pounds of food annually, the highest distribution in The Food
Bank’s 25-year history. This is possible because of its network of charities and direct-relief programs
such as Kids Cafe®, the Weekend Backpack Program™, Club F.U.N.™ and the Mobile Food Pantry™.
